Strength & balance class with Physiotherapist and parachute workout. Progress is as
expected, gradual and extremely positive. Exercise movements amongst residents are
noticeably improving weekly together with their technique and confidence growing and sense
of fun in taking part.

Music: Various entertainers visit to provide music in differing styles to suit most tastes and
to also expand the experience of residents. A wonderful party atmosphere is evident
throughout the home.

Art: lessons are provided by Dementia Arts Class.

Games: to encourage further physical activity a selection of games using basketball, darts,
skittles, carpet bowls, parachute are used. Games also include Bingo, Jenga, jigsaws, cards,
dominoes etc.

Musical Memories: residents are invited to attend sessions held at Alloway Church. Hall.
This is one of the most popular events. Taxis arrive to transport the residents out for the
afternoon. Tea/Coffee and biscuits are supplied.

Gentleman’s Club: heid in the Quiet Lounge on a fortnightly basis: Activities include cards,
dominoes, reminiscing. The gentiemen also have access to a roulette wheel. It has proved
to be great fun.

Therapet: We have a therapet dog by the name of Rory who is accompanied by his owner
Jack. This is a voluntary basis, and we are happy to make a donation to the canine trust on
behalf of Rory. He is greeted so fondly, and the residents are so happy to see them both.
